                THE MONTH OF FEBRUARY
   The Anglo Saxons called February 'Sol-monath' (cake-month), because cakes were offered to the gods during that month.   

February was also known to the Saxons as 'sprout-kale' from the sprouting of cabbage or kale.
   Having only 28 days in non-leap years, February was known in Welsh as 'y mis bach' - the little month. 

   In Shakespeare's time about 400 years ago, the second month of the year was called 'Feverell'. In Isaac Newton's time one hundred years later it had become 'Februeer'. The modern name, February, is only about a hundred years old.    

   It is said that if the weather is fine and frosty at the close of January and the beginning of February, there is more winter ahead than behind. However, 
                       If February give much snow,
                      A fine summer it doth foreshow
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Candlemas Day (the ‘Festival of Lights’ )

   2nd. February is Candlemas Day. This ancient festival marks the midpoint of winter, halfway between the shortest day and the spring equinox. In olden times, many people used to say that the Christmas [image: image29.png]


season lasted for forty days - until the second day of February. 
It was the day when all the candles to be used in the church during the coming year, were brought into church and a blessing was said over them - so it was the Festival Day (or 'mass') of the Candles.
   Candles were important in those former days, not only because there were no electric lights. Some people thought they gave protection against plague and illness and famine. For Christians, they were and still are, a reminder of something even more important. Before Jesus came to earth, it was as if everyone was 'in the dark'. People felt they were on their own, with no one to help them. Then came Jesus with his message that he is always ready to help and comfort. He is a guiding light in the darkness, and is seen as 'the light of the World.'  Candles are lit during church services to remind Christians of this.
   Candlemas also commemorates the ritual purification of Mary, forty days after the birth of her son Jesus. Forty days after the birth of a Jewish boy, it was the custom to take him to the Temple in Jerusalem to be presented to God by his thankful parents, and on this day we remember the presentation of Jesus Christ in the Temple. 
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 St Valentine’s Day
   This was originally thought to be the day on which birds chose their mates. There are many traditions and tales associated with romantic activities on Valentine’s day including:
· the first man an unmarried woman saw on 14th. February would be her future husband;

· if the names of all a girl's suitors were written on separate pieces of paper and wrapped in clay and the clay put into water, the piece that rose to the surface first would contain the name of her husband-to-be.

· if a woman saw a robin flying overhead on Valentine’s Day, it meant she would marry a sailor. If she saw a sparrow, she would marry a poor man and be very happy. If she saw a goldfinch, she would marry a rich person. 

   Each year in Britain, we spend around £503m on cards, flowers, chocolates and other gifts for Valentine's Day. [image: image5.png]


Traditionally these were sent anonymously, but now-a-days we often make it clear who is sending each 'Valentine'.
   The last few days before Lent are known as Shrovetide. A time of feasting and revelry.  Collop Monday was traditionally the day to eat large pieces of fried meat.
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Shrove Tuesday 

   Shrove Tuesday marks forty days before Easter. It was the last time luxury foods could be used before Lent began. All over Britain different Shrove Tuesday meals were made - sometimes it was broth (Scotland), or doughnuts (Hertfordshire), frying pan pudding (Lincolnshire) or pea soup (Cornwall) - but the most usual meal was pancakes, the meal we still make today. 
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Ash Wednesday 
   This day marks the beginning of Lent, a period of repentance and abstinence in preparation for Easter. Ashes are a symbol of being sorry for things we have done wrong and want to get rid of forever. It is also a reminder that we all come from ashes, and to ashes we all will return..
    A playground tradition on this day was to carry a piece of twig from an ash tree in your pocket or down your sock. Anyone who didn't have an ash twig had his or her feet trodden on.
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Kissing Friday (the Friday after Ash Wednesday)

   Friday of Shrove Week, English schoolboys were once entitled to kiss girls without fear of punishment or rejection, a custom that lasted until at least the 1940s.
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Thinking Day. 
   This is the day when members of the Scout and Guide movements remember their founders Lord and Lady Robert Baden-Powell.
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     A FEBRUARY BIRTHDAY
   George Frederic Handel was born in Halle, Germany, on February 23rd. 1685.  His father was a barber-surgeon who wanted his son to become a successful lawyer.  Handel’s aunt Anna gave him a spinet harpsichord which they hid in the attic, wrapping each string with thin strips of cloth, so that the boy could play undetected.  When Handel was eight or nine, the Duke of Weissenfels heard him play the postlude to a church service and the Duke immediately summoned the boy’s father and told him he must encourage such talent. Handel’s future was decided. He was to be a musician! 

   Handel moved to England in 1712, and during the following 30 years he wrote about 40 operas and 26 oratorios, of which the most famous is “Messiah,” written in 1741 at a time when Handel had serious financial problems. Handel completed the work in 24 days without once leaving his house. While writing the "Hallelujah Chorus", his servant discovered him with tears in his eyes.  Handel exclaimed, "I did think I did see all Heaven before me, and the great God Himself!!"   

   Interestingly, the first rehearsal of Handel's great oratorio took place in Chester, in November 1741, whilst Handel was staying at the “Golden Falcon” in Northgate Street. He was on his way to Dublin, where the first performance of “Messiah” was to take place. The “Golden Falcon” has long since disappeared and standing on the site now is the modem office block, Centurion House. 
   Charles Burney, at that time a 15-year old schoolboy and later a famous musical historian, recalled: 

"I was at the Public School in that city [i.e. Chester], and very 
well remember seeing him smoke a pipe over a dish of coffee at  
the Exchange coffee  house; being extremely anxious to see so 
extraordinary a man, I watched him narrowly as long as he 
remained in Chester, which, on account of the wind being   unfavourable for his embarking at Parkgate, was several days.” 

While waiting in Chester, Handel wanted to try out some of the “Messiah” choruses. Burney recalls that Handel:

    “...enquired of Mr Baker the organist, my first music master, to  

    know whether there were any choirmen in the cathedral who could 
    sing at sight (i.e. perform the music at one reading). Mr Baker 
    recommended some singers, including a Mr Janson who had a good 
    bass voice, and was one of the best musicians in the choir.” 
The rehearsal duly took place, but even after many attempts, Janson was unable to sing the chorus  ‘And with his stripes we are healed.’ Handel lost his temper, swore in four or five languages, and cried out in broken English, "You scoundrel! Did you not tell me you could sing at sight?" Janson replied "Yes, sir, and so I can: but not at first sight." 
   “Messiah” was first performed in Dublin in 1742, the proceeds all going to local charities. The work proved a great popular success, and it was performed many times during the remainder of Handel’s life. The composer often revised parts to suit the particular occasion and the singers at his disposal. Consequently, he left no definitive version at his death, which occurred the day before Easter Sunday, 1759. However, a copy of his original, marked score can be found on display in Chester Cathedral.  

   At a “Messiah” performance in 1759 honouring his seventy-fourth birthday, Handel, a deeply religious man, responded to enthusiastic applause with these humble words: "Not from me - but from Heaven- comes all."  A fitting epitaph for one who always regarded himself as a servant of God, and in the words of a close friend,” died as a good
 Christian, with a true sense of his duty to God and man, and in perfect charity with all the world."

   Hymn-writing is not a skill that would immediately come to mind when you think of your M.P!  Yet there have been a number of hymns written by Honourable Members, even one by a former Prime Minister. William Gladstone wrote "0 lead my blindness by the hand” - an appropriate request from a politician you might say! 
  Only one of these hymns is to be found in any of our more modern hymn books. “0 worship the King, all glorious above,” is the exception. The author, Robert Grant came from a very distinguished line of public servants. One of his ancestors was a soldier killed at Culloden and his father was M.P. for Inverness, as well as managing a successful business in the East Indies. 

  Young Robert enjoyed a privileged education and he graduated from Cambridge with flying colours in 1806. The following year he was called to the Bar and in 1808 he won the Elgin seat for the Tories. 
  In Parliament, Robert Grant carried the Bill which emancipated the British Jews. His family connections probably had something to do with his appointment as Secretary to the Board of Trade for India, but more distinction followed. He was made a Privy Councillor and then was offered the position of Governor of Bombay. He wrote, "0 worship the King" just before he left for India. 

  Throughout his life, Robert Grant's Christian principles had been the guiding factor in everything he had undertaken. In Britain he had fought hard for the rights of Jews and many other minority groups, and he worked tirelessly to improve the lot of those he found living in appalling conditions in Bombay. 
  In 1834 he was honoured with a knighthood. But for those who had benefited from his passion to relieve suffering, a different tribute seemed more appropriate. After his premature death at the age of 59, the people of Bombay built a medical school in his memory, and they named it after him.
