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Lent-Easter
  It’s Lent again and I must come clean. Both in childhood and adulthood, I’ve never been good at giving up things; self-denial, self-control and things like that. When I heard on the radio that one listener had given up ‘giving up things’ for Lent, it was refreshingly honest and I decided to from then on to support his philosophy wholeheartedly! Ironically, there’s much wisdom in this approach. We’ve somehow turned Lent into a test of mental endurance. There may be some value in this, but it easily misses the point of the original Lentern season, namely, Jesus’ unstinting obedience to the Father. 
  The reason why Satan’s temptations were so subtle and devious is because they promised good results. So if Jesus can turn a stone into bread, he can feed a hungry world. Just imagine the impact he could have had on world poverty. Why doesn’t he? If he gets given all the earth’s kingdoms and authorities as the devil offers him (albeit illegitimately), the door is open for him to transform broken societies in holy and loving rule. Why doesn’t he? If he jumps spectacularly from the roof of the temple, he could show people who Jesus really is! Why doesn’t he?
  I think it’s because he wanted to ‘do good’ on God’s terms – not his own terms and not the devil’s or anyone else’s. He trusted God’s word to feed him, not mere bread alone. He trusted God’s timing to inherit the kingdoms of earth, not the devil’s. He trusted God’s plan to reveal Jesus’ full identity at the cross, not in some gimmicky miracle. 

  That first Lent gives us our true hope. For where Adam (the first ‘son of God’) failed to obey the voice of God in Eden, Jesus succeeded; and 
where Israel (the second ‘son of God’) failed to obey the voice of God in the desert, Jesus succeeded. Jesus is the only true Son of God who succeeds in obeying God comprehensively. In him, therefore, and not in our man-made Lentern exercises do we find our hope. Only can a sinless Saviour save me! Only can someone without debt rescue me from the debt I owe. And so as we look forward to Easter when God vindicated the Son by raising Him from the dead we can truly echo the words: “Thine  be the kingdom, the power and the glory.”

  I hope you will be able to join us for our Lent Course – it’s not too late!   Details of times and venues appear on the following page.

                     THE MONTH OF MARCH
  The word 'March' comes from the Roman 'Martius'. It was originally the first month of the Roman calendar and was named after Mars, the god of war. March was originally the beginning of our calendar year. Only since we changed to the   Gregorian calendar in 1752, has the year begun on 1st. January. The Anglo-Saxons called the month “Hlyd monath” which means Stormy month, or “Hraed monath” which means Rugged month.
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St David's Day
St. David, or ‘Dewi Sant’ as he is known in Wales, is the patron saint of that country and his day is March 1st. His popularity is evidenced by the number of Welsh churches bearing his name and the  celebrations in Wales on each Saint David’s Day.
There aren't many known facts about St David, but he really existed and he was at the heart of the Welsh church in the 6th. century. He founded a large monastery in West Wales and he was one of the early saints who helped to spread Christianity among the pagan Celtic tribes of Western Britain.

His shrine became a great place of pilgrimage - four visits to the shrine at St. David's were considered the equivalent of two to Rome, and one to Jerusalem!

  St. David is often shown with a dove on his shoulder. The bird symbolises the Holy Spirit which gave David the gift of eloquence. But although he was a great preacher, the message by which St David is most remembered is a short statement about simplicity. It comes from his last sermon in which David told his monks to "do the little things, the small things you've seen me doing".

  Archbishop Rowan Williams thinks that phrase resonates with modern people because...

“...it reminds us that the primary things for us are the relationships around us, the need to work at what's under our hands, what's within 
our reach. We can transform our domestic, our family  relationships, our national life to some extent, if we do that with focus and concentration in the presence of God.”   Rowan Williams
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 St Piran's Day
  St. Piran, the patron saint of Cornish tin-miners, is said to have landed in Cornwall from Ireland. He founded an abbey at Lanpiran and reputedly re-discovered tin smelting when the heat from his black hearthstone, which was presumably a slab of tin-bearing ore, 

caused the tin to emerge in the form of a white cross. Hence 

St. Piran’s flag, and that of Cornwall, is a white cross on a black background. [image: image7.png]

Mothering Sunday 
  Mothering Sunday in the U.K. is the equivalent of Mothers' Day in other countries. It is a time when children pay respect to their Mothers, often giving them a gift and a card as a thank you for all their care and love throughout the year.
  Mothering Sunday is always the fourth Sunday of Lent. This means that it falls on different dates each year.  Years ago, on the fourth Sunday of Lent, people visited the church in which they were baptised – their Mother Church – and they would say they had gone 
“a-mothering." Mothering Sunday was also known as “Refreshment Sunday,”  “Pudding Pie Sunday” (in Surrey, England) or “Mid-Lent Sunday.” It was a day in Lent when the fasting rules were relaxed, in honour of the 'Feeding of the Five Thousand.'    
  In recent times, Mothering Sunday has taken on the name and character of the American “Mother's Day,” which is actually celebrated in May.
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St Patrick's Day 
 St. Patrick is the patron saint of Ireland and his day is March 17th. At 16, he was taken to Ireland as a slave. He escaped 6 years later and became a Christian priest, returning to Ireland as a missionary, and playing a major part in converting the Irish to Christianity. He left 2 writings, the Confessio  and the Letter to Coroticus , and is particularly remembered for his use of the shamrock [image: image10.png]o



to explain the Trinity. 
  St. Patrick’s Day is celebrated world-wide by those of Irish descent, the celebrations being themed around all things Irish and the colour green. The Chicago River is even dyed green for the occasion, whilst parades are held in many major towns and cities, the largest in our country taking place in Birmingham over a 2 mile  route through the city centre.
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Lady Day
This day celebrates the announcement to the Virgin Mary of the forthcoming birth of Christ, as described in St. Luke’s gospel, chap.1, vv. 26-38. Until the adoption of the Gregorian calendar in 1752, Lady Day was also New Year’s Day.
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Palm Sunday

  The Day of Prayer begins on the International Dateline and circles the globe, from the time the sun rises over the island of Tonga until it finally sets off the coast of the island of Samoa. The central act of worship is a service using material prepared this year by the women of Cameroon.
  There will be services held in over 170 countries and islands worldwide - in the British Isles alone, there will be well over 6,000 services in cities,

towns, and villages. These services bring together women, men, and young people from every background and a very wide range of Christian traditions.
